Solid Waste Transfer Station Rates

A motion to Deny was made by Anthony Provenzano, Jr. and seconded by ,and the motion result was Died for lack of Second.

Ms. Arrighi: The recommendation does remain the same $145.00 for the transfer and $330.00 for the combo. Ms.

Barrett and Mr. Beder put together a chart for the Board to look over. The rate isn't the huge increase that it looks like.

The amount of decrease in the transfer station and the rising cost in fees justify the raise in the transfer station rates. If the

amounts aren't voted as recommended the subsidy would be $200,000.

Selectman Mahoney: The subsidy would be 200,000 and if Town meeting didn't approve the subsidy what would be the

ramifications of that?

Ms. Arrighi: We would reduce the cost at the transfer station. The people that are working there would be down sized

and the people who have paid for transfer station tickets would get reduced services.

Selectman Mahoney: So this could potentially close the transfer station?

Ms. Arrighi: If the numbers don't match up and we don't get a subsidy from town meeting yes.

Selectman Provenzano: If we don't vote the recommendation then the tax payers would have to subsidize the funds or a

reduction in others area? To clear up another misconception is that this has nothing to do with the increase in the tipping

fee. The tipping fee is being paid for by the sale of the bags.

Ms. Arrighi: We always anticipated that the funds from the bags would pay for the tipping fee. Right now the curbside

pickup plan is working the way that it should.

Selectman Mahoney: It's imperative that there be enforcement with the bags and the transfer station.

Selectman Malaguti: Driving down a street yesterday I saw the truck dumping a bin and the top bag was orange the one

under was black. Enforcement here is critical. The whole theory behind the orange bag is to produce less trash and

recycle more. There is a monitor in the cab where you can see what is being dumped, it needs to be further monitored.

Selectman Page: The camera in the cab theory is if you have someone who loves his job then he will watch that camera.

We don't have the numbers that we wanted to have for curbside. We have to stop having one thing subsidize another.

Ms. Arrighi: They are separate enterprises. One is not related to one another, they are independent.

8:00 p.m.
UMass Presentation on Pilgrim Nuclear Power Station

Professor Dr. John Mullin takes the podium to discuss that this study was done to see specifically what the economic

impact would be if a plant closed.

Chairman Tavares- These 3 presentations are being given as informational purposes. Tonight we are here to learn and

listen.

Jennifer Stromsten takes the podium: We are not in the business of safety or environmental aspect of the power plant.

We find that one of the most helpful things about nuclear power plants is that it moves at a slow rate.

Chairman Tavares stated that at the meeting with the Governor earlier this evening we gave him a copy of this report.

Ms. Stromsten- The point of the project was to do this from a local perspective. Jennifer begins her presentation which

can be found in the backup that was provided in the packet.

Chairman Tavares: The first question that comes to mind after that presentation is if we begin to start this process is there

any assistance available through the University to plan for this?

Professor Mullin: Much like with base closings there has to be some funding that enables us to go forward. Yes we sure

would be able to assist.

Ms. Stromsten: Fema has a program that has been through a similar disaster recovery to assist you in a similar situation.

Selectman Mahoney: You mentioned Plymouth was a remodel to other communities. Which ones? You've got to learn

from the past. We've set up a mitigation fund years ago. With respect to the 9.2 million dollars in the budget, could we

put the money in the bank for taxes?

Ms. Stromsten: It's politically impossible to do what your speaking of.

Chairman Tavares: It's really the Federal Government that isn't standing up to their end of the bargain. Are you starting to

do any research? Our frustration as a local board of Selectmen is no one on a national level will talk about this. As a

host community, we have our first set of canisters. Is there any crack in the Federal Government for relief?

Professor Mullin: The best thing for you to do is to join in with base closings since it was also built for the good of the

people and the Government.

Ms. Stromsten: There really isn't a comparable solution for host towns or cities. The other thing we try to do is to explain

nuclear to people. These are big things that have an importance.

Chairman Tavares: We tried to do an outreach to other communities and we found that most communities don't want to

join together.

Professor Mullin: You have a vibrant government and you have sophisticated people. No one wants to talk about the

possibility of your nuclear plant closing.

Mr. Malaguti: How many active plants and states are involved? Ms Stromsten answers about 20 states and 99 plants.

Selectman Malaguti: If there were 20 states representing these 99 plants can't we all just band together?

Ms. Stromsten: You're gambling if that's the only thing your counting on. It is something to be aware of and try to

influence.

Chairman Tavares: We have found in the past year that we are getting a lot more cooperation from the NRC. Our

frustration comes from congress. We have to keep that pressure on. Economically the jobs that are in this community that

if you pulled them out tomorrow we have to be concerned about those employees.

Selectman Provenzano: This was an excellent report. All the Selectmen echo the same sentiment regarding the UMass

Presentation.

ISO New England Inc. - Presentation by Eric Johnson Director of External Affairs

Selectman Mahoney introduces Mr. Eric Johnson.

Eric Johnson takes the podium and states he will be talking about 4 things. First, what is the ISO, our role working with 6

of the new England states, the energy mix is

Mr. Johnson proceeds with his presentation available in the packet.

Selectman Mahoney: We all really enjoyed your presentation. 31,000 mega watts in the system. In the peak of the year

how many mega watts do you use? What kind of safety measures are in place? With regard to Brayden point you

recommended they don't close.

Mr. Johnson: 28,000 mega watts is the peak. In addition to meeting the demand we ensure we have enough reserve in

the system. In terms of Brayden point a very large power plant over 1500 mega watts. They spent a lot of money to

invest in that resource and there was an expectation that they had a long time in New England. Once gas prices took a

tumble, they came to us and asked if they could go off the grid. We told them we needed them for reliability but we can't

force them to stay open.
