She stated

that initially she had been against any raise in fees at the transfer station but upon further review of the facts she realized

her initial opinion was incorrect. Now she believes that the transfer station rates should be raised in order to keep the

transfer station open. She thinks that the Town should consider closing the transfer station one day a week in order to

save money. Also the Public Works department needs to be move vigilant in catching those who are cheating the

system.

Selectman Malaguti states that perhaps the Board should have considered meeting somewhere in the middle on the

transfer rate increase. Not necessarily up to $145.00 from $90.00, but a lower upcharge.

All the Selectmen collectively agree that it was a late night when they were faced with the decision on the transfer station

rates and would be open to further discussion regarding the increase of the transfer station rate. This topic is tabled for

next week's agenda where further discussion will take place regarding the transfer station rates.
