7:00 p.m. Call to order:
Chairman Tavares opened the meeting at 7:00 p.m. and led the Pledge of Allegiance

				Melissa Arrighi, Town Manager
The Board of Selectmen congratulated the twelve Cal Ripken World Series Champions and, along with Senator deMacedo, Representative Muratore, and Congressman Keating’s assistant Michael Jackman, presented the students and coaches with citations and praise.  
Public Comment
Steven Lyden remarked that the Plymouth Housing Authority was working collaboratively with them on the completion of the air conditioners installation project.  He was pleased.  Mr. Ken Buechs agreed and once again thanked the Selectmen for their concern.
Mr. Kevin Lynch offered a new idea to the Selectmen regarding Town Ambassadors that would filter through the downtown and waterfront area engaging tourists and generally being helpful to them in terms of directions, restaurant suggestions, and historical information.  He offered to oversee the program.    Mr. Tavares remarked that the Board would take the good idea under advisement.

Public Hearing – Dillon’s
On a motion by Mr. Provenzano, seconded by Mr. Page, the Board voted to approve the new annual all alcohol restaurant license for Dillon’s Pub.  5/0

On a motion by Mr. Page, seconded by Mr. Provenzano, the Board voted to approve the comprehensive entertainment, common victualler, Sunday entertainment, extension of hours until 1:00 a.m., and early Sunday sales for Dillon’s Pub.  5/0

Public Hearing – Sandcastle Lounge
On a motion by Mr. Mahoney, seconded by Mr. Malaguti, the Board voted to approve the new annual all alcohol Innholder license for Sandcastle Lounge.  5/0
Mr. Tavares thanked the Harringtons, the longtime owners and operators of this establishment and wished them luck in their future endeavors.
On a motion by Mr. Malaguti, seconded by Mr. Provenzano, the Board voted to approve the comprehensive entertainment, common victualler, and innholder license for Sandcastle Lounge.  5/0
On a motion by Mr. Malaguti, seconded by Mr. Mahoney, the Board voted to approve the Pledge of License to Middlesex Federal Savings Bank for Sandcastle Lounge.  5/0

Mr. Tavares stated that due to the Meeting being slightly behind schedule, he would next take administrative notes and licenses.

One Day Wine and Malt Liquor License:  St. Peter Parish, 10 Memorial Drive, Father William Williams is requesting a one day wine and malt license for September 19, 2015 from 7:00 p.m. to 10:00 p.m. for a social at the Parish Center.

On a motion by Mr. Provenzano, seconded by Mr. Malaguti, the Board voted to approve the license. 5/0
Vehicle for Hire Operator –   For TLC Quality Transportation (42 Dublin Dr., Brian Mazilli, Owner) 
One Vehicle for Hire Operator:  Richard Eriksson, 467 Congress St., Duxbury
On a motion by Mr. Page, seconded by Mr. Malaguti, the Board voted to approve the Vehicle for Hire. 
Amplified Music Permit–  Mr. Tavares asked for a representative of the requestor, Indian Head Resort, to present, however no one was present from that campground.  
Mr. Quinn, a neighbor to Indianhead, expressed his frustration with the music levels and that Indianhead was not a good neighbor.  He also stated that he was not opposed to a one time change in their amplified music permit, but would like to be heard upon renewal time.
Mr. Justin Alexander from 8 Savery Pond Road spoke in objection to the loud music overall but had no specific objection for an extension for this weekend only.  He remarked that the music and noise is disruptive to the neighbors.  
Mr. Joe Wayland, 1936 State Road, stated that he did not mind a brief extension but did not think they were good neighbors.
Mr. Steve Leyden from Cedarville Steering Committee would like the Selectmen to require Indianhead to go before the Cedarville Steering Committee.
Mr. Peter Hayes lives near Savery Pond and stated that the music is much too loud and plays too late in the evening. He objects to any extension.
Selectman Malaguti commented that the Selectmen needed to revisit the volume of all music throughout Town and he will not support the request from Indianhead.
Mr. Tavares asked for a note to be placed in the file so that during amplified music permit renewal, the holder be required to reapply and notified of the opposition.
No motion was forthcoming.
REQUEST FOR CLOSURE AND CHANGE OF D/B/A (LIQUOR)
BS Management LLC d/b/a Fox and Hound Restaurant, 63 Long Pond Road, is requesting a change of d/b/a from Fox and Hound Restaurant to Long Pond Grille.  They are also requesting to be closed until mid to late September, 2015 while the change of d/b/a process takes place.
On a motion by Mr. Malaguti, seconded by Mr. Provenzano, the Board voted to approve the request. 5/0
Administrative Notes: 
On a motion by Mr. Malaguti, seconded by Mr. Provenzano, the Board voted to approve the increase in the Municipal Lien certificate. 5/0

On a motion by Mr. Page, seconded by Mr. Provenzano, the Board voted to re-appoint Diane Harting to the Stephen’s Field Committee. 5/0

On a motion by Mr. Malaguti, seconded by Mr. Mahoney, the Board voted to approve changes to the retiree document per the PEC agreement. 4/0/1 (Selectman Page abstaining)

On a motion by Mr. Malaguti, seconded by Mr. Mahoney, the Board voted to sign and send a Notice of Default and Termination to Sun Edison for the PILOT agreement. 5/0

On a motion by Mr. Malaguti, seconded by Mr. Provenzano, the Board voted to accept the Deeds in the form as presented to the Board of Selectman and approved by the Town Counsel.  5/0
Town Manager’s Report
Ms. Arrighi stated that she followed up with First Student based on Selectman Malaguti’s inquiry over the past two weeks.  She spoke to the finance controller at First Student.  Almost (90%) of their busses are registered to Hanson where their finance offices are located.   They fill out reports to the Registry of Motor Vehicles in order to get the individual registrations.  In that report, they indicate where the bus is ‘housed’.    They have vehicles ‘housed’ in every community where they have a transportation contract because that community wants the excise tax.  The RMV sends towns a report monthly that shows what vehicles should have excise bills generated for them.  That report is based on where the vehicle is ‘housed’ not ‘registered’.   They change over their fleet on a regular schedule (so many new busses/year).  However, the average excise tax bill is around $200.  Even though the busses are incredibly expenses to buy, the depreciation is rapid.   
Selectman Malaguti remarked that he was satisfied.
Ms. Arrighi stated that the Lt. Governor & Secretary Beaton announced that the Town of Plymouth has been awarded a CZM Green Infrastructure for Coastal Resilience Grant of $73,350 for Warren Cove Cobble Nourishment.  In our proposal, we indicated that this grant would allow us to finish the preparation of final design plans and file and obtain permits for a mixed-use sediment (sand, gravel and cobble) nourishment to stabilize 900 feet of an eroded barrier beach system fronting Route 3A and a parking area at Plymouth Beach.  
Selectman Mahoney asked for a more thorough explanation of cobble nourishment and if this was a permanent or temporary fix to the area.

     Ms. Arrighi also announced that the Dept. of Marine and Environmental Affairs secured a $11,400 for grant from Plymouth Growth and Development Corp., to be used toward developing a harbor plan. The plan is similar to a master plan but covers the harbor and marine infrastructure.   

Mr. Tavares had questions about the specificity of the grant and what it would accomplish.   The Town Manager agreed to bring back further information.

Ms. Arrighi announced that she put together the information that the Selectmen requested for Morton Park for FY 2015 (July 1, 2014-June 30, 2015):   Morton Park has two daily parking rates : weekdays $15/ per vehicle & weekends $25/per vehicle.   The revenue generated for 2015 was $72,565. The Recreation Department Staff expenses were $62,753 All parking fees go to the town’s general fund.   

She indicated the Meals Tax was coming in as projected and Lynne Barrett was pleased with the numbers.   

Ms. Arrighi reminded the Selectmen about the 9-11 Memorial Service at 9:45 at 1 South Spooner Street.

She announced that the second WHB management plan meeting will be held in the Otto Fehlow Room at the Library starting at 7pm on September 9th.  

She stated that the Anaerobic Digester RFP will be going to the Central Register on September 2nd, with a due date of December 11th.  

Ms. Arrighi announced the upcoming Hazardous Waste Collection day scheduled for October 3rd.  

She also announced some upcoming and ongoing DPW projects that could affect traffic flow.

Ms. Arrighi then stated that she received notification today that the County had filed a civil action lawsuit against the Town seeking a  declaration of their rights and injunctive relief alleging that the Town failed to address source of methane gas generation and failed to investigate the potential for elevated levels of methane to manifest in other areas; the Town commenced closure and cleanup activities at Police Parking Lot on Town Owned land only and failed to adequately investigate additional threats posed by the Landfill; the Town proposed gas collection pipe system is only for police parking lot and ignored the rest of the Landfill; the Town did not participate in negotiations or dispute resolution in good faith; and that the 
Town is liable to the County for damage to its property, and is responsible for the cleanup and any costs the County has undertaken, or may undertake, in the future at the Landfill and other county-owned property.   She added that the County is claiming that as a result of Town actions, the County has suffered damage to their property, including impairment of the use of the property and diminution in value of the property, and they are seeking a financial amount of property damage and an award of damages together with costs and interests.   She stated that she was very disappointed that a sister government would initiate this suit.
Mr. Mahoney, Mr. Tavares, and Mr. Page all expressed their dismay with the County’s actions.

Medical Marijuana of Massachusetts (MMM)
Mr. Kevin O’Reilly presented on behalf of MMM.  He explained their work to date and introduced the Jonathan Hurlihee the President and Joe Flaherty the Safety supervisor.  He provided specifics on the Host Agreement including the tax payment, charitable foundation, and host fee.  
Selectman Mahoney asked that the Selectmen consider earmarking the revenue stream from this agreement to a fund other than the general fund.  Selectman Malaguti explained that philosophically he could not support medical marijuana.

On a motion by Selectman Page, seconded by Mr. Mahoney, the Board voted to direct the Town Manager to execute the Host Agreement.  4/0/1 (Selectman Mahoney abstaining).

Town Meeting Articles
Article 1 – On a motion by Mr. Malaguti, seconded by Mr. Page, the Board voted to recommend Article 1 to Fall Town Meeting. 5/0
Article 4B 
Selectman Mahoney stated that firefighters recognize the risk in their jobs and there is risk of injury in any public safety job.   He wants to be assured that all aspects of the recommendations coming out of this study will be implemented.  He disagreed that critical incident stress debriefing was required in the fire department.
Cindy stated that the Town’s 111F history was higher than in similar communities and are disability retirements were also.
On a motion by Mr. Malaguti, seconded by Mr. Mahoney, the Board voted to recommend Article 4B to Fall Town Meeting. 5/0
Article 4D 
Selectman Page understands there could be a recruitment nd retention problem in Plymouth due to salary scales.  He said it is unacceptable to him to get the results of this report and not implement the changes due to fiscal or any other reason.
Selectman Page – study on shelf.  Implement everything.

On a motion by Mr. Malaguti, seconded by Mr. Mahoney, the Board voted to recommend Article 4D to Fall Town Meeting. 5/0
Article 15 
Evelyn Strawn stated that Article 15 is brought by open space committee and conservation commission.  IT is to transfer 3 parcels to the Conservation’s care and custody.  There is 3.5 acres in Manomet and the other two parcels are in West Plymouth where there is not much open space.  They could be used for trail connection.
On a motion by Mr. Mahoney, seconded by Mr. Page, the Board voted to recommend Article 15 to Fall Town Meeting. 5/0
Article 29 – On a motion by Mr. Provenzano, seconded by Mr. Page, the Board voted to recommend Article 29 to Fall Town Meeting.  5/0
Article 30 
Selectman Provenzano spoke about leaving the first portion of the special act on the books to provide the executive branch with the most flexibility.  
Mr. Mahoney said government is run like a business.  Best overall package.  Rescinding this home rule petition and open up some of this property for the rightful owners – the public. Rescind it as a whole.  
Malaguti – confirmed it was effective in 2026.
Mahoney make a motion.  Sean seconds.  Discussion,.
Tony makes motion to amend to only eliminate section 2 of the special act.  John seconds for discussion.   On a vote, only Selectman Provenzano in favor and the others in opposition.  Motion does not carry.
On the original motion, 5/0.  
Committee liaison update: 
Selectman Mahoney asked about the continuing study that UMass would like to do regarding the decommissioning of the power plant.  Upon the Town Manager’s response that the Town still needed another $10,000 to commission that study, he suggested that the Town request those funds of the Power Plant.
Selectman Tavares stated that he would like the Selectmen to waive the $55 fee being charged to the Cultural District Committee to install two signs that have been donated by the State.   On a motion by Selectman Provenzano, seconded by Selectman Mahoney, the Board voted to waive the sign application fee.    5/0
On a motion by Selectman Page, seconded by Selectman Mahoney, the Board voted to adjourn the open session at 9:45 p.m.  and enter executive session.
