Ms. Arrighi reports on several items from her Town Manager's Report.

A letter has been included in the packet for the Board of Selectmen detailing the PGDC's vote to fund the Town's Graffiti Removal Program through the Office of Community Development. In accordance with their Community Re-investment Policy, the Board of Directors for Plymouth Growth & Development are seeking the Selectmen's endorsement of this community re-investment contribution. This is a generous offer and one that shows the PGDC"s commitment to the downtown area. Ms. Arrighi states she would like to publicly thank them for this offer and encourage the Board to accept this offer with gratitude.

Selectman Provenzano moves that we accept the funds in the amount of $5,000.00 for removal of graffiti. Selectman Mahoney seconds the motion.

We have been working internally to finalize a document that includes all projects being worked on by staff members. I have shared a copy of the draft of that document with the Board. We have also used that as a model to create the attached list of projects that we will be reviewing with the Building Committee. According to our Charter, whenever work is authorized by Town Meeting, the Building Committee is responsible for the oversight of all the work, including site planning, preliminary architectural drawings, final plans, and the oversight of construction. We want to ensure that all the related, approved projects are being thoroughly vetted through the Building Committee and have a staff person assigned as "OPM." I have offered to walk through this list with the Building Committee whenever possible.

Michael Galla, the Senior Government Affairs Manager, has extended an invitation from Comcast to the Selectmen to join many of Comcast's volunteers at Nathan Hale Foundation on Saturday, April 25, 2015. The volunteers will be creating a Hugle Koulter, an upward garden that will help Veterans garden without bending over. This event will start at 8 a.m. at 232 Beaver Dam Rd.

The Town has been working for a while with the School Department on another solar project. Gary Costin has provided us with a summary of the solar projects and what it means in dollars to the Town. I would like to thank the school committee, it's not often that you see the kind of collaboration between the school and the Town.

Chairman Tavares states this evening we will be discussing a self assessment tool for the Town of Plymouth. Today, I had the opportunity to sit down with Lee Hartman to talk about some additional meetings that will be held to discuss the planning to seek new areas for Economic Development.

Ms. Casey is introduced and will be giving a presentation on behalf of Economic Development.

Ms. Casey is the new Economic Developer for the foundation. The foundation exists to serve the Town of Plymouth. Dennis Hanks was on Board for 10 years and moved to Florida. Replacing him was difficult but we found Jessica Casey. She was born and raised in Canada and she has an impeccable background, her and her husband both reside in Plymouth.

Ms. Arrighi would like to add that we decided to add her to the Monday morning department head meetings. She's been here a month and has fit right in with our executive group.

Ms. Casey: I'm so pleased to be on the Board and I looks forward to working with everyone. She begins her presentation:

Plymouth is growing: Between 2010 and 2013 Plymouth grew 2.4%

Offers a strong workforce: Over 45% of population between the ages of 20 and 54.

Has a strong economic Base: Between 2010 and 2013 plymouth had an increase in employment by 2.7%

Understanding where we are: Proactive approach to growth:We have a number of current effects on the way. Zoning by law reform. Increased communications and information sharing.

Creating a plan for further success: Collect Data and information, Work Collaboratively to identify priority focus areas, implement strategies for positive outcomes: Economic Self Assessment Tool will help us collect data and work together. Over 1000 communities are already participating.

In-person meeting to review survey results

Comparative Report

In-Person meeting to share findings and recommendations

All in all from Noertheastern's experience in working with other communities the whole process will take 4 to 6 months.
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The state has provided funding to the OCPC. EDSAT is an eligible use for the grant.

$4,500 - cost to participate in the EDSAT process

$3,000 - technical assistance, provided by OCPC

We would like to submit the grant proposal to the Old Colony in support of this process.
