SEWER REPAIR WORK ON EXIT 6 NORTHBOUND ON-RAMP, COURT STREET, LOTHROP STREET, WESTERLY ROAD & BILLINGTON STREET
& UPCOMING WORK ON BRALEY ROAD
The Town seeks to advise residents that its sewer repair contractor, Albanese D&S, will continue its ninth week of work on the Town’s sewer force main at the following locations:
Route 3 Northbound Exit 6 On-Ramp (at Samoset Street) – On the evening of Monday, August 1, 2016, work on the sewer force main will continue at the Route 3 / Exit 6 northbound on-ramp.  The ramp will be closed between 9:00 p.m. (Monday evening, August 1st) and 6:00 a.m. (Tuesday morning, August 2nd) and traffic will be detoured.
Court Street at Lothrop & Allerton Streets – Night work will begin on the Court Street sewer force main crossing, at Lothrop and Allerton streets, on Monday evening, August 1, 2016.   During this night work, Court Street will be closed to through traffic, Monday through Friday night / Saturday morning, between the hours of 7:00 p.m. and 7:00 a.m.  Residents and emergency vehicles will be allowed access during this closure period.  Traffic will be detoured during the specified construction hours: southbound traffic will be detoured at Olmsted Terrace (westward to Standish Avenue) and Nelson Street (eastward to Water Street); northbound traffic will be detoured at Samoset Street.  The Court Street crossing is expected to last for most of the month of August. 

Lothrop Street – During the first week of the Court Street crossing, Lothrop Street will be closed to through traffic between 7:00 p.m. and 7:00 a.m., beginning on Monday evening, August 1, 2016 and continuing through Friday night / Saturday morning August 6, 2016.   Residents and emergency vehicles will be allowed access during this closure period. 

Westerly Road, between Samoset Street and Royal Street – The section of Westerly Road between Samoset Street and Royal Street will be closed to through traffic between 7:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m. on Monday, August 1, 2016 and Tuesday, August 2, 2016 (two days only).  Residents and emergency vehicles will be allowed access during the closure period.
Billington Street, between Morton Park Road and Braley Road – Billington Street, between Morton Park Road and Braley Road, will be closed to through traffic beginning on Monday, August 1, 2016 and continuing through Friday, August 5, 2016, between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m.  During the closure, access will be provided for residents and emergency vehicles.   Work will begin on the Morton Park Road side of the street and proceed southeasterly to Braley Road.

Upcoming Work on Braley Road – Braley Road, at Billington Street, will be closed to all traffic, starting on Monday, August 8, 2016 between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m.  In order for this work to occur, the Town will be providing a secondary means of access to residents and emergency vehicles through a temporarily-constructed access road, which will connect the cul-de-sac end of Braley Road with Billington Street at the Lout Pond well.  Signage and detours will be deployed prior to the work and residents will be provided with a map of the temporary access road.   Please be advised that this temporary access road will be available during construction hours only (7:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m.).
